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Review of Dissertation:

By investigating Siberian Orthodox clergymen as a social-cultural group, this dissertation
provides important insight into how the conditions of Siberian life influenced the
development of their social identity as the Russian empire deepened its control over the
region through colonization. This dissertation reveals the various external and internal
factors at play in establishing this identity. including the diverse social origins of
Orthodox clergymen, their material state, attitudes towards death, marriage and sexual
relations, and their interpretation of Siberia as simultaneously a foreboding space in need
of salvation, and a land of freedom.

The idea of Siberia as a religious frontier is particularly engaging and helps to explain
how this space of established borders, which long had been controlled militarily by the
state. still exhibited characteristics that can be associated with a frontier. I agree with the
author’s analysis that this spiritual frontier can be understood as unfolding on a number
of different fronts. As she notes, the clergymen of western Siberia were distinguished
from their brethren in European Russia by the strong representation of different sosloviia
in their ranks. As well the arrival of priests from European Russia added another layer of
complexity to forming a coherent clerical identity. Another factor, which the author
correctly identifies as contributing to this spiritual frontier was the settler movement.
which required clergymen to build new parish communities, a task that was daunting in
light of religious competition, the lower level of clerical education in the region, and the
diverse interpretations of lived Orthodoxy that the settlers brought to their new homes.

The author consulted a wide-range of sources, including documents from the regional
archive of Omsk. Tomsk, and Tobol’sk. As well, this dissertation engages with important
secondary sources in both Russian and in English, which is commendable: [f the author
revises this dissertation into a book, consulting sources in St. Petersburg, particularly the
reports of the bishops, would be useful. A small note, I believe that the Omsk State
Historical Archive now uses TMAQO instead of KV HcA for citations.

I would encourage the author to deepen her analysis in certain areas. For instance, this
idea of religious frontier is intimately tied up with colonization; vet, the concept of
colonization is relatively underdeveloped in the dissertation. For example, colonization
not only contributed to the changing social composition of the clergy in westermn Siberia
(by creating new parishes and positions), it also forced the clergy to articulate an identity
in the face of growing state interest and engagement in the region. As the state was
actively funding parish building and clerical training specifically for Asiatic Russia, the
limited role the dissertation assigns to the state in this process of clerical identity
formation is noticeable. Engaging more substantially with the works of people like
Anatolii Remney and Willard Sunderland would help to strengthen this theme.



It is my opinion that this dissertation fulfills the necessary requirements and the author
should be awarded the degree Kandidat Istoricheskikh Nauk.
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
